Communication and Language 





Listen to others one to one or in small groups, when conversation interests them


Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall


Maintains attention, concentrates and sits quietly during appropriate activity


Begins to understand why and how questions


Questions why things happen and gives explanations eg who what when where in relation to People Who Help Us .


Builds up vocabulary that reflects the breadth of their experiences


 Literacy


Fiction and non-fiction books about occupations, birds and Antarctica 


Continues a rhyming string


Phase 2and 3 Letters and Sounds


Recognising and writing own name


Hear and say the initial sound in words and know which letters represent some of the sounds


Begins to break the flow of speech into words


Hear and say sounds in words in the order in which they occur











Personal, Social and Emotional Development.


Can play in a group extending and elaborating play ideas. e.g building up a role-play activity with other children


Initiates conversations, attends to and takes account of what others say


Confident to speak to others about own needs, wants, interests and opinions


Aware of routines and behavioural expectations in the setting


Can usually tolerate delay when needs are not immediately met, and understand wishes may not always be met





              Understanding the World


Shows interest in different occupations and ways of life.


Recognises and describes special times and events.


Can talk about some of the things they have observed such as plants, animals natural and found objects


Talks about why things happen and how things work


Shows care and concern for living things and the environment


Completes a simple program on a computer





Expressive Arts and Design


Exploring and using materials


Sings to self and makes up simple songs


Begins to build a repertoire of songs and dances


Beginning to be interested in and describe the texture of things


Creates simple representations of events, people and objects


Being imaginative 


Captures experiences and responses using a range of media eg music dance paint or words


Engages in imaginative role play based on first hand experiences eg Police Station


Chooses particular colours to use for a purpose








Mathematics: Numbers


..


Counts objects to 10, and beginning to count beyond


Separate a group of three or four objects in different ways, beginning to recognise that the total is still the same


Uses the language of more and fewer to compare two sets


Finds one more and one less from a group of up to five objects, then ten objects


Finds the total number of items in two groups by counting all of them


In practical activities and discussion, beginning to use the vocabulary involved in adding and subtracting


Records, using marks that they can interpret and explain


Shape, Space and Measure


Begins to use the language of size


Uses positional language


Beginning to talk about shapes of everyday objects e.g ‘round’ and ‘tall’


Selects a particular named shape


Beginning to use mathematical names for solid 3D shapes and flat 2D shapes and mathematical terms to describe shapes


Uses familiar objects and common shapes to create and recreate patterns and build models


Uses everyday language related to money








Physical Development.


Understands that equipment and tools have to be used safely 


Eats a healthy range of foodstuffs and understands the need for variety in food


Shows some understanding that good practices with regard to exercise, eating, sleeping and hygiene can contribute to good health








Shows increasing control over an object in pushing, patting, throwing, catching or kicking it


Can catch a large ball





Begins to form recognisable letters


Uses a pencil and holds it to form recognisable letters most of which are correctly formed
