Year 1 Curriculum
Academic Year 2022/2023Phonics
· Graphemes are taught through phases 2, 3, and 5 starting with the simple graphemes and moving to more complex ones.
· All the graphemes taught are practiced in words, sentences and, later on, in fully decodable books.
· Children review and revise GPCs and words, daily, weekly and across terms and years, in order to move this knowledge into their long-term memory.

Writing
· Compose a sentence orally.
· Write a sequence of sentences that make sense and are punctuated correctly using a capital letter and full stop
· Use adjectives for simple descriptions
· Forms lower case letters of the correct size relative to one another 
· Make phonetically plausible attempts at writing new words.
· Spell most Year 1 common exception words correctly.


Reading
· Read books aloud that are consistent with their developing phonic knowledge.
· Reads accurately by blending sounds in unfamiliar words containing known GPC’s.
· Reads words with more than one syllable.
· Re-reads books to develop confidence, fluency and expression.
· Explains understanding of what has been read.
